These walks feature a choice of two easy 
trails–the Desert View Trail, a 1½-mile beginning at 11:00 a.m. and the Long Valley Nature 
Trail, a ¾-mile loop beginning at 1:30 p.m. No advance registration is required. 

There is no charge for any of these programs, except for regular Tramway admission.

Opened in 1963, the 
Tram’s 80-passenger cars travel along the breathtaking cliffs of Chino Canyon from the Valley 
Station (elevation 2,643 ft.) to the Mountain Station (elevation 8,516 ft.) in approximately 10 
minutes. Tickets are $25.95 for adults, $23.95 for seniors (65+) and $16.95 for children (3-10).
