Normal tram fares will be in effect after 7:30 a.m. Regular Tram admission is $29.95 for
adults, $27.95 for seniors 65+, and $17.95 for children ages 3-10. (Note: These prices do
not include breakfast, only tram fare.)

Easter dinner will be available from 11:00 a.m. until 8:00 p.m. in Pines Café. Cost for the
Easter Ride ‘N’ Dine combination is $38.00 for adults and seniors, and $24.50 for children
ages 3-10. Reservations are not taken, and tickets go on sale at 8:00 a.m. Sunday
morning.
